These	entertainments	sold	to	audiences	old	and	young	trade	on	the	idea	of	the	perfectly	trained	individual	saving	the	world.	Its	no	wonder	kids	want	to	see	themselves	in	the	picture,	too.	Into	this	burgeoning	genre	strides
Disney	Plus	new	series	The	Mysterious	Benedict	Society.	Based	on	the	book	series	by	Trenton	Lee	Stewart,	the	series	sends	four	orphans	to	boarding	school	in	order	that	they	might	help	stop	catastrophe.
