No Puedo Vivir sin Ti No puedo vivir sin ti is the direct translation of “I can’t
live without you”. And just like in English, in Spanish, we also use this expression as a way to say ‘I love you’ with different words. No puedo vivir sin ti, carino.I can’t live without you, honey. Lily, no puedo vivir sin ti. Te amo demasiado.I can’t live without you, Lily. I love you so much. 10. Me Traes de Cabeza In a romantic context, me vuelves loco
and its variation me traes de cabeza are used to tell someone ‘I love you’ in Spanish without sounding too formal or intense. Both expressions are translated as ‘you drive me mad’ or ‘you drive me crazy’. La verdad, me traes de cabeza.To be honest, you drive me crazy. Me vuelves loco, bonita.You drive me crazy, pretty girl. Tip: If they’re not being

Sally: Actually "adorar" is something further than only love somebody. "Adorar" is related firstly in a religious sense to venerate God. However, in Spanish it is accepted the meaning of "love
in extreme" to somebody, you could understand that when you tell "te adoro" to other, you mean that person is everything and it is over anything else for you, so that other person becomes basically "divine" to your eyes. "Adorar" applies for things too, for instance when you like in extreme some food. You could tell for instance "adoro la pizza",
meaning that you couldn't live without pizza, or you could live eating nothing else than pizza. I hope this explanation will help you to understand the "extreme" meaning of "te adoro". Well, the real meaning of a phrase like "I adore you" is that a person thinks so highly of another that he/she WORSHIPS the other person. A bit co-dependent for my
taste, you know? I agree with Coyo-T in his or her description of the verb "adorar." Because this word is not being used to express a love for God or another deity, it is not as strong as "amar." When an individual says "te adoro," I believe that he or she is using this as an exaggeration to express a type of unconditional love. Aside from this, I believe
that the most accurate response to your question was made by horusankh.
